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BLM to Charge Overnight Camping Fee at Swaseys Campground 

Price, Utah—Beginning Feb. 26, 2015, the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Price Field Office will 
charge a $10 overnight camping fee at Swasey’s Campground.  Operational costs, including cleaning 
and waste disposal, continue to rise and this fee will help offset those costs.  The fees will be used for 
new facilites as well as site maintenance and upgrades while providing a more safe and enjoyable 
experience.   

A self-pay fee station will be located at the campground entrance and a camp host will assist visitors 
during peak weekends and holidays.  Camping is on a first-come, first-served basis; campsites cannot be 
reserved in advance.

This fee was approved Jan. 10, 2014, by the Utah Recreation Resource Advisory Council.
